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Hello again from the golden foothills, the majestic mountains of California and the high desert of Nevada. 

Temperatures have dropped so we can now enjoy time outside and immerse ourselves in the scenery that 

surrounds us. But wait! This also means that the holiday season festivities are just around the corner. Have you 

started working on those special projects to make your celebrations bright? 

A couple of weeks ago I taught a friend how to make pieced and quilted 

potholders. She chose fall colors from my SABLE (Stash Accumulated Beyond 

Life Expectancy) collection of scrap fabric for her project. I was so impressed 

with her selections, that I “borrowed” (stole with pride) her color sense to 

make a pumpkin decoration.  

The base is a Styrofoam pumpkin shape that can be found at the Dollar Store. I 

cut pieces of fabric in wedges on the bias for stretch and glued them to each 

pumpkin section with a glue stick. Using a butter knife, I pressed narrow 

channels in the canyons between wedges, and then worked the 1/8” selvedges 

into the foam using dots of glue. Temporary pins secured each end until the 

piece dried. Finally, I added rat-tail cording (glue and pins again) in the canyons 

to accent the shaping. Small rounds of felt were glued over the base and on the stem top to finish.  

For the first time after a long dry period, I felt a sense of fulfillment. Finally, I actually had finished a project! I 

know a lot of you have WIPs that scream at you from across the room. My goal for next week is to work only on 

WIPs at our guild’s Sewing Retreat in Lake Tahoe. Surrounded by guild friends and happy voices should mean 

that I can make some meaningful progress. The bonus is that I don’t have to cook!
